SUMMER PUBLIC INTEREST FUNDING SOURCES 

There are a number of funding sources for students working in unpaid public interest summer positions.
External Funding Sources

Internal Funding Sources

Vermont Law School provides two mechanisms for students to fund unpaid public interest summer positions:

Off-Campus Work-Study – For those 2L students who apply for federal work-study funding, an off-campus work-study award may be awarded to fund an unpaid summer internship with a government agency, court, or non-profit organization.  The application process has two steps:

1. Submit all Financial Aid paperwork to the Office of Financial Aid by the annual deadline date, which is typically March 15, including:

a. the Vermont Law School Financial Aid Application;
b. a copy of your most recent Federal Tax Return; and
c. a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).
2. Submit the VLS Fellowship Application to the Office of Financial Aid by the annual deadline date, which is typically March 15.

Summer Fellowships – The Office of Financial Aid administers five sponsored fellowships to fund summer public interest employment for JD candidates prior to entering the second or third year of law school.  For more information about each fellowship, visit the Office of Financial Aid:
1. Rubin Fellowship – Deadline: Typically December 15
2. Chase Fellowship – Deadline: Typically March 15
3. Equal Justice Foundation Fellowship – Deadline: Typically March 15
4. Barrister’s Bookstore Fellowship – Deadline: Typically March 15
5. Lexis Law Publishing Fellowship – Deadline: Typically March 15
