Beware - Do not
make edits from email attachments. If you email yourself a document via GroupWise to edit, you must yrst save the document
to your the hard drive our network drive before editing. Do not just open it and start making edits. Edits made directly to the
attachment will be lost as it the attachment only saves to a temp yle. Even if you hit save and it appears to be saving it, all edits will
be lost when you close GroupWise.

We generally picked out a tree a few days before Christmas,
which didn’t usually leave much in the way of selection and we often went home with a tree about 9 feet tall. To this day we decorate the
tree on Christmas Eve, the only difference between childhood and now is these days my Fiancé helps, and we all get a little drunk during the
process. We still don’t have any glass ornaments because my parents always have pets that seem to enjoy spelunking inside the tree. Over
the years the pets have come and gone but the risk of the tree going over remains. At the moment they’re holding steady at 3 cats and a 130Ib
Doberman-Rottweiler mix named Gator.

Now this may not surprise many of you, but my family is mainly Italian. As such, on Christmas Eve, we loosely adhere to the Italian
tradition of the feast of the 7 yshes. Basically, all that means is that we make dinner that included 7 different kinds of seafood. The type of
meal varies from year to year but my favorite is when most (at least 5 of the 7) are fried. Beer battered fried shrimp, calamari, scallops and
oysters are some of my favorites. 1 also love crab cakes. My father and I make it all from scratch (while we continue drinking) and everyone
helps out (peeling things or dredging things or seeding pomegranates for garnishes). Then we sit down and eat, drink champagne and tell the
same old stories. This is a traditional Christmas Eve at the Leiser’s and now that I’m a little older and the Christmas morning gifts are fairly
predictable, | think Christmas Eve has become my favorite holiday of the year. What’s yours?
